The Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe, Community Development office will be accepting sealed lump sum bids for construction of a detached storage garage and concrete expansion work to the existing splash pad located in Hinckley, MN.   Bids will be due Wednesday 26 September, 2018 at 3:00 PM.  Bids received will be opened and qualified by the Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe on Thursday 27 September, 2018 at 8:30 AM.

A mandatory Pre-Bid site visit will be held at the site on Monday September 17th at 3:30 PM. 
General Notes: 

1. It is the Contractors responsibility to identify any and all discrepancies in the scope of work, not meeting Industry Standards or that which is inconsistent with the International Building Code (IBC), and Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe 2016 MLB Project Specification Book. 

2. All electrical wiring, apparatus and equipment for electric light, heat and power, technology circuits or systems shall comply with the rules of the Department of Commerce or the Department of Labor and Industry, as applicable, and be installed in conformity with accepted standards of construction for safety to life and property.

3. Contractor must reconnect all utilities, service panel or service feed. Also includes gas, propane.  Include such equipment or materials identified in the pre-bid conference. 

4. Contractor will secure all permits and fees.
5. Contractor is responsible for a thorough investigation of the scope of work.

6. Contractor will repair any damage to the property or structure created by the scope of work.  

7. NO WORK SHALL BE PERFORMED UNTIL ALL REQUIRED PERMITS HAVE BEEN ISSUED AND COPIES IN THE POSSESSION OF THE PROJECT COORDINATOR AND /OR MILLE LACS BAND BUILDING OFFICIAL. 

Work Scope Description:
Storage Garage;

1. Prepare site and construct thickened edge slab supported storage garage structure per plan and specification.
2. Provide and install electrical service to the storage garage. Utilize existing Panel H1 or M1 to provide 60 amp sub panel in the garage w/ disconnect.  Patch and restore affected landscape and drive surfaces.
3. Steel roofing to be Metal Sales Image II concealed fastened 26ga. 16” panel coverage with High Temperature synthetic underlayment.  Contractor shall be responsible for trim and accessories to ensure compliance with manufacturer installation requirements.  Include Fascia trim and ventilated soffit materials.

4. Steel siding to be Metal Sales EM1-1212 Wall Panel Empire Series concealed fastener system.  Contractor hall be responsible for trim and accessories to ensure compliance with manufacturer installation requirements.  

5. Overhead garage door: Midland Commercial Ribbed CS24 16’ x 8’.  With opener per spec book.

6. Interior lighting to consist of ceramic fixture base.  Provide and install 60watt equivalent LED light bulbs. Exterior wall pack lighting: Patriot 9748-BK3 or equal dusk to dawn LED security light.

7. Entry door and hardware per spec book.

8. Provide and install dumpster enclosure and slab.  6’ black chain link fencing with privacy slats and operable gate with locking latch assembly.
9. Install 4” concrete apron full width of the garage and dumpster pad to existing road 10’.

10. Contractor to provide Owner with color selection chart for Owner selection.

Splash Pad;

1. Remove topsoil and prepare subgrade for expansion of the concrete splash pad deck.  Install 4” WWM reinforced concrete slab.  Coordinate with Owner control joint pattern to match existing splash pad layout.  Joint sealant will be required at the transition to the existing splash pad deck.

2. Provide and install 6 Picnic tables.  (4) Super Saver 46” Diameter TPT-82 (1WG5683) w/ center umbrella hole. (2) Super Saver 6’ rectangular TPT-80 (1WG5687); Anchored to the concrete deck.
3. Provide and Install (4) Global Industrial 6’ Steel Slat Heavy Duty park benches.

4. Owner to select from all available colors for all products.

Bid Alternate #1: Splash Pad Fencing Installation:  Contractor to provide and install Gilpin Inc. Deco steel fencing around perimeter of splash pad. (6’hx4’w panels) Posts to be surface anchored.  Provide two latched / lockable gates.  Coordinate location with Owner.
Specified Product Substitutions:  All proposed product substitutions must be approved by the Project Coordinator 5 days prior to bid.  Any approved substitutions, will be made available to all bidders.

Mobilization:

1. The Contractor shall be capable of mobilizing his equipment and crews within seven days of the receipt of Notice to Proceed.  

2. Contractor shall provide means and methods for all building phases of construction.

Licensing:

PERMIT AND CONTRACTOR REQUIREMENTS:
Permits:  Contractors are responsible to attain all necessary permits for all work, including Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe (MLBO) Permit & City of Princeton if required.
Bonding Requirements:  In accordance with 2016 MLB Project Specification Book.  Please note that bonding requirements on Mille Lacs Band Funded Residential projects has changed.  All projects over $50,000 require bonding regardless of company ownership.
MLBSA Section 17 Procurement Statue Ordinance 03-06 states the following:

Section 17. Bonding

A. For all Band funded residential construction projects, a performance bond is required for contracts in excess of $50,000.00.  The performance bond shall be at a minimum twenty (20%) percent of the contract price, but not in excess of $500,000.00.

B. In construction contracts that are federally funded or deemed commercial, bonding is required.  These types of contracts shall demand a performance bond not less than twenty (20%) percent of the total contract price, but not to exceed $500,000.00.  A performance bond requirement is to ensure that, if a contractor defaults, the Band may request that the surety pay the expense incurred to complete the construction contract.

C. In addition, all construction contracts identified as federally funded or commercial shall be covered by a payment bond equal to one payment installment or cover subcontractors/suppliers as determined by the Contracting Officer or his agents.  The payment bond must contain language stating that if the contractor fails to make a payment to its subcontractors/suppliers, the surety will make the necessary payment.
