The Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe, Community Development office will be accepting sealed lump sum bids for a residential fire damage renovation at 17687 Ookwemin Loop, Onamia, MN.   Bids will be due Wednesday September 11, 2019 at 3:00 PM.  Bids received will be opened and qualified by the Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe on Thursday September 12, 2019 at 8:30 AM.

A mandatory Pre-Bid site visit will be held on Thursday, August 29th, 2019, at 9:30 a.m. 
General Notes: 

1. It is the Contractors responsibility to identify any and all discrepancies in the scope of work, not meeting Industry Standards or that which is inconsistent with the International Residential Code (IRC), and Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe 2016 MLB Project Specification Book. 

2. All electrical wiring, apparatus and equipment for electric light, heat and power, technology circuits or systems shall comply with the rules of the Department of Commerce or the Department of Labor and Industry, as applicable, and be installed in conformity with accepted standards of construction for safety to life and property.

3. Contractor must reconnect all utilities, service panel or service feed. Also includes gas, propane.  Include such equipment or materials identified in the pre-bid conference. 

4. Contractor will secure all permits and fees.
5. Contractor is responsible for a thorough investigation of the scope of work.

6. Contractor will repair any damage to the property or structure created by the scope of work.  

7. NO WORK SHALL BE PERFORMED UNTIL ALL REQUIRED PERMITS HAVE BEEN ISSUED AND COPIES IN THE POSSESSION OF THE PROJECT COORDINATOR AND /OR MILLE LACS BAND BUILDING OFFICIAL. 

Work Scope Description:
Exterior:

1. Demo and replace fire damaged siding, house wrap, sheathing and framing members at the rear of the unit.
2. Demo and replace all damaged siding and accessories. All replaced siding shall be color matched to existing.

3. Pressure wash and or scrub exterior of building removing all dirt and soot.

4. Demo and replace all damaged foundation flashing on the unit.

5. Demo and replace exterior light fixtures per Spec Book.

6. Supply and install all new LED light bulbs.

7. Demo patio door. Modify the opening to fit 3’ entry door per Spec Book. Supply and install spec entry door with storm door. After modified, finish this section of exterior wall by in-filling siding (color match to existing), insulation, vapor & air barriers per Spec Book. 

8. Contractor shall thoroughly clean and repaint existing front entry door slab.

9. Supply and install new lock sets for front and rear entry doors per Spec Book; to be keyed alike.
10. Supply and install spec storm doors to front and back entries with chain kits.

11. Demo and replace all windows and screens.
12. Demo and replace the soffit and fascia on the rear of the unit.

13. Demo and replace damaged 6”x6” on front stoop. Demo and replace vinyl wrap.
14. Contractor shall reset condenser properly on existing base.

15. Contractor shall supply and install any missing outlet box covers.

Interior:

1. Contractor shall demo all interior finishes, flooring, sheetrock, vapor barrier and insulation (wall and attic). Once everything is demolished, only the framing, electrical, ductwork and plumbing pipes shall remain inside.
2. Contractor shall inspect electrical panel and breakers to ensure that all are functional. Contractor shall thoroughly clean panel cover. 

3. Contractor shall dispose of miscellaneous debris within the unit.

4. Contractor shall demo and replace HRV, furnace with A-coil, water heater and laundry tub per Spec Book.
5. Contractor shall supply and install new thermostat and HRV controller. Furnace thermostat model to be installed will be Honeywell T6 Pro Series TH6210U2001.
6. Supply and install new spec AC controller and lineset for existing condenser. 

7. Contractor shall include a $2,500 allowance for roof rafter tail repairs, if required by the Building Inspector.
8. Contractor shall demo and replace any damaged electrical components. Contractor shall include a $5,000 allowance for hidden wiring repairs.
9. Contractor shall supply and install all spec combo smoke c/o detectors.

10. Contractor shall have all ductwork cleaned.
11. Contractor shall paint all framing with Kilz.

12. Contractor shall supply and install all new insulation and vapor barrier. Attic insulation shall be insulated to R-49 and wall insulation shall be insulated to R-21.
13. Contractor shall supply and install all new sheetrock, taping, texturing and painting per Spec Book. 

14. Contractor shall supply and install all new vinyl flooring throughout except the mechanical room. Vinyl selection is 58020 Oasis Beige.

15. Clean and paint the mechanical room floor per the Spec Book.
16. Contractor shall supply and install vinyl base in the bathroom and mechanical room. Vinyl selection is 09 Clay.
17. Contractor shall supply and install all new interior doors (including hardware and door stops), casing, trim, and millwork throughout the unit. Stain selection is Early American 230.
18. Contractor shall supply and install all new kitchen cabinets (to include all new hardware), countertops and bath vanities (to include all new hardware). Stain selection is Early American 230. Countertop finish is 3526-58 Traverine.
19. Contractor shall supply and install all new wire shelving throughout.

20. Contractor shall supply and install new range hood, oven and refrigerator per Spec Book.

21. Contractor shall supply and install new kitchen and bath sinks and faucets; and new laundry tub faucet.

22. Contractor shall supply and install a new toilet stool per Spec Book.

23. Contractor shall supply and install a new tub/ shower per Spec Book.

24. Contractor shall supply and install all new bath accessories.

25. Contractor shall supply and install all new receptacles, wall plates and switch covers.

26. Contractor shall supply and install all new grilles, diffusers and return air covers with spec products.

27. Contractor shall supply and install all new floor registers.

28. Contractor shall supply and install all new interior light fixtures per Spec Book schedule.

29. Contractor shall supply and install all new LED bulbs throughout.

30. Contractor shall supply and install all new blinds.
Specified Product Substitutions:  All proposed product substitutions must be approved by the Project Coordinator 5 days prior to bid.  Any approved substitutions, will be made available to all bidders.

Bonding Requirements:  In accordance with 2016 MLB Project Specification Book.  Please note that bonding requirements on Mille Lacs Band Funded Residential projects has changed.  All projects over $50,000 require bonding regardless of company ownership.
MLBSA Section 17 Procurement Statue Ordinance 03-06 states the following:

Section 17. Bonding

A. For all Band funded residential construction projects, a performance bond is required for contracts in excess of $50,000.00.  The performance bond shall be at a minimum twenty (20%) percent of the contract price, but not in excess of $500,000.00.
