The Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe, Community Development office will be accepting sealed lump sum bids for a commercial remodel project to be performed at the District I Assisted Living Building located at 43475 Oodena Drive, Onamia, MN. Bids will be due Wednesday, August 12, 2020 at 3:00 PM.  Bids received will be opened and qualified by the Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe on Thursday August 13, 2020 at 9:00 AM.
A mandatory pre-bid site visit will be held on: Wednesday July 29th, 2020 at 10:00 AM. 
General Notes: 

1. It is the Contractors responsibility to identify any and all discrepancies in the scope of work, not meeting Industry Standards or that which is inconsistent with the International Building Code (IBC), and Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe 2016 MLB Project Specification Book. 

2. Contractor will secure all permits and fees.  

3. Contractor is responsible for a thorough investigation of the scope of work.

4. Contractor will repair any damage to the property or structure created by the scope of work.  

5. NO WORK SHALL BE PERFORMED UNTIL ALL REQUIRED PERMITS HAVE BEEN ISSUED AND COPIES IN THE POSSESSION OF THE PROJECT COORDINATOR AND /OR MILLE LACS BAND BUILDING OFFICIAL. 

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT WILL, TO THE GREATEST EXTENT FEASIBLE, GIVE PREFERENCE IN THE AWARD OF CONTRACT TO INDIAN ORGANIZATIONS AND INDIAN-OWNED ECONOMIC ENTERPRISES.
Work Scope:
1. Demo existing exterior decks including deck floor, and selective columns.
2. Where columns are attached to lower level screen walls, cut and modify the existing column to the proper height and angle.  Replace existing screen wall cap board with new cap to extend over the cut column.

3. Where columns are not in contact with screen walls, remove the column and remove the column anchor.  This will require sub-cutting of the concrete pier and pouring a new cap to be flush with patio surface. 

4. Remove existing privacy screen walls (upper level) and deck rim joist from wall structure.

5. Remove existing patio doors.  Install infill framing to patio door openings to provide new window opening.  Install air barrier, exterior sheathing, insulate interior of infill, install vapor barrier, and drywall.  Patch and paint full length of interior wall to match existing interior finish.  Provide and install new baseboard trim at infill wall section.  Patch extent shall be from corner to divider curtain break.
6. Provide and install new Loewen clad window assembly to each newly created opening.  Units to be triple casement configuration, approximately 109” x 60”. Finish and case interior to match existing building finishes.  Re-use of the existing door assembly casing is acceptable.
7. Patch and infill cedar siding, cedar shakes and trim to match existing exterior finishes.  Stain from level of Rim joist to soffit areas affected by this work.
8. Ensure all debris is removed from the site and landscape disturbed by this work is repaired.

9. Contractor to provide toilet facilities.  Interior presence in the building will limited.

All proposed product substitutions must be approved by the Project Coordinator 5 days prior to bid.  Any approved substitutions, will be made available to all bidders.

2. All Contractors (including subcontractors) must comply with Davis Bacon wage requirements.

3. All Contractors must provide the following along with their bid submittal:

b. A copy of Current MLB Vendor’s License (or a copy of the submitted application)

c. A copy of Current Insurance Certificate

d. Surety Bond Letter
e. A copy of Subcontractor/Material Supplier list

f. A copy of  valid State of Minnesota Contractor’s License

g. A copy of Authorized Signature Sheet (submitted with first bid submittal)

PERMIT AND CONTRACTOR REQUIREMENTS:
Permits:  Contractors are responsible to attain all necessary permits for all work, including Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe (MLBO) Permits.  
Bonding Requirements:  In accordance with 2016 MLB Project Specification Book.

MLBSA Section 17 Procurement Statue Ordinance 03-06 states the following:

Section 17. Bonding

A. In construction contracts that are federally funded or deemed commercial, bonding is required.  These types of contracts shall demand a performance bond not less than twenty (20%) percent of the total contract price, but not to exceed $500,000.00.  A performance bond requirement is to ensure that, if a contractor defaults, the Band may request that the surety pay the expense incurred to complete the construction contract.

B. In addition, all construction contracts identified as federally funded or commercial shall be covered by a payment bond equal to one payment installment or cover subcontractors/suppliers as determined by the Contracting Officer or his agents.  The payment bond must contain language stating that if the contractor fails to make a payment to its subcontractors/suppliers, the surety will make the necessary payment.
