The Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe, Community Development office will be accepting sealed lump sum bids for a residential renovation at 43572 Henry Davis Drive, Onamia.   Bids will be due Wednesday September 30, 2020 at 3:00 PM.  Bids received will be opened and qualified by the Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe on Thursday October 1, 2020 at 8:30 AM.

A mandatory pre-bid site visit will be held on Monday, September 21, 2020 at 1:30 pm.
General Notes: 

1. It is the Contractors responsibility to identify any and all discrepancies in the scope of work, not meeting Industry Standards or that which is inconsistent with the International Residential Code (IRC), and Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe 2016 MLB Project Specification Book. 

2. All electrical wiring, apparatus and equipment for electric light, heat and power, technology circuits or systems shall comply with the rules of the Department of Commerce or the Department of Labor and Industry, as applicable, and be installed in conformity with accepted standards of construction for safety to life and property.

3. Contractor must reconnect all utilities, service panel or service feed. Also includes gas, propane.  Include such equipment or materials identified in the pre-bid conference. 

4. Contractor will secure all permits and fees.
5. Contractor is responsible for a thorough investigation of the scope of work.

6. Contractor will repair any damage to the property or structure created by the scope of work.  

7. NO WORK SHALL BE PERFORMED UNTIL ALL REQUIRED PERMITS HAVE BEEN ISSUED AND COPIES IN THE POSSESSION OF THE PROJECT COORDINATOR AND /OR MILLE LACS BAND BUILDING OFFICIAL. 

Work Scope Description:
1. Contractor shall carefully jack the floor up and reset to level the center floor beam. 

2. Carefully remove and re-install any antenna / satellite tv mounts.  Consult with homeowner.

3. Tear-off existing and replace roofing.  Include all roof trusses, sheathing, shingles, ice & water installation, replacement of underlayment , drip edge, valley metal flashings, roof jacks, soffit, fascia, gutters, bath fan exhaust covers, ridge vent / attic exhaust vents, step flashings and any other accessories which may be present.  
4. Demo and replace and ceiling drywall. New drywall shall be 5/8” gypsum board. Contractor shall supply and install a clear poly vapor barrier. Contractor shall prime, paint and finish ceiling to match existing but with a smooth finish.

5. Remove and dispose of all existing attic insulation throughout the house.
6. Contractor shall disconnect and reconnect all electrical wiring, as needed for ceiling and roof replacement.

7. Contractor shall replace all roof jacks and exhaust vents penetrating the ceiling and roof and properly seal.
8. Contractor shall supply and install all new ceiling register covers.

9. Contractor shall construct a properly insulated attic access in the mechanical room.

10. Demo and replace all interior light fixtures with Spec products, to include all new LED light bulbs per Spec Book schedule. 

11. Contractor shall supply and install new bath fan per Spec Book.

12. Demo and replace all smoke detectors with spec combo smoke c/o detector to meet code compliance
13. Supply and install all new pre-manufactured roof trusses with a 12” energy heel and 5/12 pitch.

14. Supply and install Simpson H25 Hurricane clips at each end of every roof truss.

15. Insulate attic with blown fiberglass to meet R49 value.

16. New roof shall have a continuous ridge vent.

17. 1/150 roof vent at soffits and 1/150 vent at ridge.

18. Supply and install an air chute at each truss space.

19. Supply and install new ½” OSB sheathing for the roof deck.

20. Supply and install new underlayment per the Spec Book.

21. Supply and install ice and water membrane 24” past the exterior wall.

22. Contractor shall supply and install all new drip edge. 
23. Contractor shall supply and install all new Timberline shingles per Spec Book. Owner to select new shingle color from Timberline stock colors.
24. Contractor shall soffit/ fascia using 2”x6” sub fascia. Supply and install new maintenance free aluminum fascia cover and maintenance free aluminum vented soffit.

25. Contractor should include cost of installing a LP Smart Siding Frieze Board, if needed to adjust for gap above existing siding; or sub fascia may need to be 2”x 8”. If frieze board is installed, its color shall match the aluminum fascia cover.
26. On the gable ends, contractor shall install strip of sheathing for gap in truss height. Contractor shall install house wrap over new sheathing. Contractor shall supply and install new siding to infill the gap as needed, using as much of the existing siding as possible. Match new siding as close as possible to the existing.

27. Contractor shall supply and install new gutters with leaf guards and downspouts per Spec Book.

28. Contractor shall supply and install concrete splashpads per the Spec Book.

29. Contractor shall demo and replace subfloor in the bathroom. Reinstall the existing toilet and caulk around stool base and at bottom of the existing tub.
30. Contractor shall supply and install vinyl flooring, in the bathroom, per Spec Book. Vinyl selection shall be Oasis Beige.

31. Contractor shall demo and replace existing bath vanity, sink and faucet; match existing finishes.

32. Contractor shall demo and replace molding drywall between the bathroom and kitchen sink. 

33. Contractor shall demo and replace lower kitchen cabinet section including the countertop, sink, and faucet; match existing finishes.
34. Contractor shall demo all existing windows; supply and install Thermotech vinyl sliding windows per the Spec Book. 
35. Adjust siding to fit new windows. Install j-channel around all per Spec Book. Caulk around perimeter.
36. Contractor shall supply and install screens for all windows.

37. Supply and install trim around newly installed windows after spray foam is completed around perimeter. Match to existing finishes.
38. Contractor shall include a $4,000 allowance for repairing unknown or hidden damage.
Bid Alternate #1: Contractor shall provide deduct amount to only replace all broken glass panes on the existing windows.
Specified Product Substitutions:  All proposed product substitutions must be approved by the Project Coordinator 5 days prior to bid.  Any approved substitutions, will be made available to all bidders.

2. Contractor shall provide means and methods for all building phases of construction.

Bonding Requirements:  In accordance with 2016 MLB Project Specification Book.  Please note that bonding requirements on Mille Lacs Band Funded Residential projects has changed.  All projects over $50,000 require bonding regardless of company ownership.
MLBSA Section 17 Procurement Statue Ordinance 03-06 states the following:

Section 17. Bonding

A. For all Band funded residential construction projects, a performance bond is required for contracts in excess of $50,000.00.  The performance bond shall be at a minimum twenty (20%) percent of the contract price, but not in excess of $500,000.00.
