The Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe, Community Development office will be accepting sealed lump sum bids for two (2) residential renovations located at 16642 and 16723 Ojibwe Drive, Onamia.   Bids will be due Wednesday May 19, 2021 at 3:00 PM.  Bids received will be opened and qualified by the Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe on Thursday May 20, 2021 at 10:00 AM.

A mandatory Pre-Bid site visit will be held on Tuesday, May 4, 2021 at 12:30 p.m. The pre-bid site visit will start at 16642 Ojibwe Drive then continue onto 16723 Ojibwe Drive. The pre-bid sites visits for Mosey Drive and Sam Drive in Isle will follow these site visits. 
General Notes: 

1. It is the Contractors responsibility to identify any and all discrepancies in the scope of work, not meeting Industry Standards or that which is inconsistent with the International Residential Code (IRC), and Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe 2016 MLB Project Specification Book. 

2. All electrical wiring, apparatus and equipment for electric light, heat and power, technology circuits or systems shall comply with the rules of the Department of Commerce or the Department of Labor and Industry, as applicable, and be installed in conformity with accepted standards of construction for safety to life and property.

3. Contractor must reconnect all utilities, service panel or service feed. Also includes gas, propane.  Include such equipment or materials identified in the pre-bid conference. 

4. Contractor will secure all permits and fees.
5. Contractor is responsible for a thorough investigation of the scope of work.

6. Contractor will repair any damage to the property or structure created by the scope of work.

Work Scope Description: Unless otherwise noted all work shall be completed according to the 2016 MLB Spec Book.

Exterior:
1. Demo and replace all damaged; and/ or supply and install any missing siding, channel, louvered vents and accessories. All new siding shall match existing. 

2. Demo and replace all damaged; and/ or supply and install any missing aluminum soffit and fascia covering. All new pieces shall match existing. 

3. Demo and replace all damaged windows components, including but not limited to panes, sashes, locking mechanisms.

4. Supply and install missing; and/ or demo and replace damaged window screens.

5. Pressure wash, scrub and clean all siding and exterior surfaces.
6. Remove and dispose of cable wires secured around the exterior of the house. Contractor shall caulk holes in the siding after removal with color matching caulk.
7. Contractor shall clean and repaint post on front stoop.

17. Demo and replace damaged; or supply and install missing decking, railing or spindles.

18. Supply material, hardware and labor to reconstruct deck support as follows:

a. Demo existing deck posts and replace with 5”x6” posts.

b. Header shall be constructed with three 2”x 8” 

c. Install two anchor bolts for each post.

36. Demo existing; and replace furnace with A-coil.

37. Service existing HRV unit. Supply and install condensate line.

38. Insulate exposed plumbing pipes in mechanical room.

39. Reinstall water meter.

40. Clean and repaint mechanical room floor.
41. Supply and install vinyl base in mechanical room.
42. Provide and install window blinds throughout with Spec product. Dispose of any existing.

43. Thoroughly clean all interior surfaces.

44. Contractor shall have all ductwork cleaned.
45. Housing shall maintain utilities throughout construction.
46. Contractor shall include 0.5% TERO tax fee in base bid. Submission of receipt for paid TERO fee is required with application for final payment.

Install new lock set per Spec Book; to be keyed alike all other entry door new lock sets. 20. Demo and replace overhead garage door metal jamb flashing and weatherstripping. Match existing color.

4. Patch, texture, prime and paint all damaged interior drywall surfaces. Demo and replace any sections of drywall with heavy molding, such as wall behind sink. Sand any existing drywall areas of texture or seams which do not blend-in well. All (new and existing) texturing to match as closely as possible. Prime all drywall with Zinsser mold killing primer. 19. Demo and replace any damaged; or supply and install any missing baseboards, shoe, trim, jambs or casing. If existing wood is reused, it should be free of water staining, mold, cracking and excessive paint. Match to existing finishes. 

20. Demo and replace all window extension jambs. Include spray foam during installation. Match existing finishes.

21. Demo and replace capboard on half walls in the lower level. Match existing window, baseboard, trim finishes.
22. Demo and replace any damaged; or supply and install any missing window trim and/ or casing. Match to existing finishes. 

23. Demo and replace any damaged; or supply and install any missing window components. 

24. Thoroughly clean all window surfaces.
25. Demo any existing; supply and install all new window blinds.
26. Demo and replace all interior pre-hung doors. Match existing finishes. Front entry closet shall receive double door pre-hung unit. Hallway closets shall each receive pre-hung door unit.
27. Supply and install door-stops throughout with spec product.
28. Adjust all doors.
29. Demo all existing interior door hardware, including: knobs, strike plates, hinges; supply and install new per Spec Book. Finish shall be satin nickel.
30. Upper and lower bathrooms: For each, contractor shall: 
a. Supply and install bath vanity with cultured marble top per provided Tamarack plan set.

b. Supply and install faucet.

c. Demo and replace toilet stool.

d. Demo existing tub/ shower surround in upper. Supply and install Warm Rain 3 piece Model: H330/331 FF.

e. Demo existing shower in lower. Supply and install Warm Rain 3 piece Model: WR 533 FF.
f. Demo and replace shower valve assemblies.

g. Demo and replace shower trim set, including showerheads.

h. Supply and install bath accessories per Spec Book.

i. Supply and install Spec model bath fans.

46. Supply and install any missing batt insulation in exterior wall of the mechanical room. Demo and replace damaged; or supply and install missing poly. Supply and install sheet rock to cover exterior wall. Half wall shall have sheet rock top with no cap board installed. Finish per interior item #4.
47. Thoroughly clean all interior surfaces.

48. Contractor shall have all ductwork cleaned.
49. Housing shall maintain utilities throughout construction.
50. Include $10,000 allowance in base bid for concealed damages.

51. Contractor shall include 0.5% TERO tax fee in base bid. Submission of receipt for paid TERO fee is required with application for final payment.
52. Construction shall be permitted through the MLBO.
Bid Alternate #1 (16642):

Provide cost difference to:

a. demo the rear entry door, modify opening and install a 36”x42” window. After modified, finish this section of exterior wall by in-filling siding (color match to existing), insulation, vapor & air barriers per Spec Book;

b. and remove and dispose of the deck;

instead of installing a 3’0 entry door with storm door and repairing the deck as listed in items # 14, 15, 16,17, 18 & 19 of the exterior work scope.  
Bid Alternate #2 (16642): Provide deduct amount if Housing completes demo of the highlighted interior work scope items.
Bid Alternate #3 (16723):

Provide cost difference to:

a. demo the patio door, modify opening and install a 60”x42” window. After modified, finish this section of exterior wall by in-filling siding (color match to existing), insulation, vapor & air barriers per Spec Book;

b. and remove and dispose of the deck;

instead of installing a 3’0 entry door with storm door and repairing the deck as listed in items # 16, 17, 18 & 19 of the exterior work scope.  

Bid Alternate #4 (16723): Provide deduct amount if Housing completes demo of the highlighted interior work scope items.
Specified Product Substitutions:  All proposed product substitutions must be approved by the Project Coordinator 5 days prior to bid.  Any approved substitutions, will be made available to all bidders.
