The Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe, Community Development office will be accepting sealed lump sum bids for a residential renovation at 3080 300th Ave., Brook Park, MN.   Bids will be due Wednesday May 26th 2021 at 3:00 PM.  Bids received will be opened and qualified by the Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe on Thursday May 27th, 2021 at 10:00 AM.

A mandatory Pre-Bid site visit will be held Thursday May 13th at 9:30am at the site address listed above.
General Notes: 

1. It is the Contractors responsibility to identify any and all discrepancies in the scope of work, not meeting Industry Standards or that which is inconsistent with the International Residential Code (IRC), and Mille Lacs Band of Ojibwe 2016 MLB Project Specification Book. 

2. All electrical wiring, apparatus and equipment for electric light, heat and power, technology circuits or systems shall comply with the rules of the Department of Commerce or the Department of Labor and Industry, as applicable, and be installed in conformity with accepted standards of construction for safety to life and property.

3. Contractor must reconnect all utilities, service panel or service feed. Also includes gas, propane.  Include such equipment or materials identified in the pre-bid conference. 

4. Contractor will secure all permits and fees.
5. Contractor is responsible for a thorough investigation of the scope of work.

6. Contractor will repair any damage to the property or structure created by the scope of work.  

7. NO WORK SHALL BE PERFORMED UNTIL ALL REQUIRED PERMITS HAVE BEEN ISSUED AND COPIES IN THE POSSESSION OF THE PROJECT COORDINATOR AND /OR MILLE LACS BAND BUILDING OFFICIAL. 

Work Scope Description:
Exterior:

1. Existing porch roof consists of 3 sections.  Middle section is a walkout balcony from the upper level, and two outer roof sections bearing at the house and exterior deck posts.  The roof sections are supported by log beams extending across supporting utility pole columns.  The log beam connections are notched into the utility poles and are rotting and failing.

2. Provide temporary support for the existing roof structures.

3. Remove the support beam sections, and cut the support columns to an appropriate height to allow installation of treated glue-lam or treated para-lam beams to be supported by columns.

4. Provide and install treated glue-lam or treated para-lam beams across the entire front of the porch roof structure.  Contractor shall be responsible for sizing and providing engineering documentation to the Building Official prior to commencing with the work to ensure adequate structural strength cod requirements are met.

5. Supply and install custom structural steel column to beam connections.  Consult with Building Official for connector approval prior to commencing the work.

6. Remove existing wood railings from the center balcony section.  Construct new solid wall panels on the two sides of the balcony connecting to existing house a minimum of 42” in height.  Cap wall with metal flashing, side with vinyl lap siding to match existing home.  Install shingle tin flashing along the porch roof wall to new wall connection.
7. Install treated 2x end rim board on the balcony floor joists, and cover with brown pvc trim board.

8. Build new treated wood guardrail section at the front edge of the balcony, mounting each end to the new solid wall sections.  Leave gap at lower edge of guardrail to allow for snow clearing and melt run off.  

9. Extend upper roof gutter downspout discharge to the porch roof gutter.

10. Clean existing balcony roof and install new TPO roof membrane on balcony roof, extending up the new sidewalls a minimum of 18”.  (Partially cover with the new vinyl siding) and run over and down the new rim board a minimum of 4”.  Install termination bar as needed for a secure, neat installation.

11. Demo and replace existing wood stair treads and install risers.

Specified Product Substitutions:  All proposed product substitutions must be approved by the Project Coordinator 5 days prior to bid.  Any approved substitutions, will be made available to all bidders.

1. The Contractor shall be capable of mobilizing his equipment and crews within seven days of the receipt of Notice to Proceed.  

2. Contractor shall provide means and methods for all building phases of construction.

Bonding Requirements:  In accordance with 2016 MLB Project Specification Book.  Please note that bonding requirements on Mille Lacs Band Funded Residential projects has changed.  All projects over $50,000 require bonding regardless of company ownership.
MLBSA Section 17 Procurement Statue Ordinance 03-06 states the following:

Section 17. Bonding

A. For all Band funded residential construction projects, a performance bond is required for contracts in excess of $50,000.00.  The performance bond shall be at a minimum twenty (20%) percent of the contract price, but not in excess of $500,000.00.
